It is not my intention to preach another homily today, especially after listening to Beth. | decided to quote to-
dayodos Gospel because today i1s bittersweet and th
mixed with joys and tears.

It seems like such a short time ago when | first met Beth. It was during our previous rector search. My job we
to assist Beth as she presided as part of the discernment process. | could tell that Beth was nervous but ther
was something essential, deeply spiritual about her and we had a lovely service. Later, | was pleased that th
search committee chose Beth.

When we choose a rector, we as community take a risk, a leap into the unknown. But, we are not the only or
taking chances. The Awould bed rector also takes

to serve, lead worship services, serve as counselor and organizer. As a congregation, we really have a one

sided view.

Like us, Beth took a chance, leaving community and friends on the east coast to make a go of it in San Fran:
cisco. My guess is that they felt the same sadness mixed with joy that we now feel. Beth easily slipped into tl
role as rector, but she will tell you that this role is never easy. She probably had no idea that among the man
jobs she would undertake, that she would becplm@ber in chiefdealing with an aging, overly sensitive
physical plant and septic system.

Beth leaves a mark on our commuriitigringing back the Great Vigil, creating new frontals with our children,
celebrating the true joy of Easter with a flowering cross. She led us quietly, confidently, and with a steady
hand, which is all we can ask for of any leader.

Personally, Beth and | share much in comrmaine love of deserts, monastic silence, liturgies well done, and
the holy chaos brought on by children at the Christmas Pageant. She also shared with me her curiosity and 1
cination with our Native Indian Culture. And, | wanted to share this with her as she prepares for her next lear
and revisits her calling as Chaplain.

Frank Fools Crow, the Ceremonial Chief of the Western Teton Sioux, had the following to say about Healing
"We are called to become hollow bones for our people, and anyone else we can help.
We are not supposed to seek power for our personal use and honor.
What we bones really become is the pipeline that connects Wakan Tanka, the helpers and the comm
nity together.
This tells us the direction our curing and healing work must follow and establishes the kind of life we
must live.
We have to be strong and committed, otherwise we will get very little spiritual power and will probably
give up the curing and healing work.
The lessons we are taught by our human teachers, as Stirrup was for me, stressed that the traditional
way of performing a ritual is more important than curing someone.
Curing a single individual is only important in terms of what this teaches the entire community.
This community must continue to know that Wakan Tanka, and the Helpers are always with it, and the
it need not be afraid." 2
